This significant increase in cases has been attributed to the new variant of
COVID-19, which scientists have now confirmed is between 50 and 70 per cent more
transmissible.

The COVID -19 vaccination is being offered as a priority to individuals who are at
highest risk of catching the infection and of suffering serious complications. This
includes people living with dementia and those who have certain conditions that
increase their risk of becoming seriously ill.
