EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST: 

AEROSOL GENERATING 

PROCEDURES PILOT

Public Health England (PHE) has been asked 

by the Chief Medical Officers’ group to 

undertake a ‘real life’ six-week pilot in 

relation to people in their own homes or in 

care homes who undergo Aerosol 

Generating Procedures (AGPs).

The aim is to look at the usefulness of testing 

for people (in England) who require long 

term invasive or non-invasive ventilation, and 

need an AGP as part of their routine care. 

PHE want to explore whether regular testing 

for COVID-19 will help people to return to 

normal activities safely.

The pilot is beginning, but further participants 

are desired. UKHCA members who would 

like to participate in the pilot should send 

their expressions of interest to 

policy@ukhca.co.uk by midday on Tuesday 

8 June 2021.
